GOOD SHEPHERD SUNDAY 
This fourth Sunday of the Easter season is sometimes called Good Shepherd Sunday because in 

each of the three lectionary cycles, the Gospel reading invites us to reflect on Jesus as the Good 

Shepherd. In each cycle the reading is from the tenth chapter of John’s Gospel. This chapter sets 

the framework for Jesus’ teaching about himself as the Good Shepherd.  

 

Today’s Gospel gives us the opportunity to reflect on Christian leadership. Leaders will recognize 

that Jesus is the gate for all of the sheep and that having a good relationship with Jesus is the 

primary characteristic of a Christian leader. Jesus’ allegory also suggests that faithful Christian 

leadership requires a good relationship with the community: the shepherd knows his sheep, and 

they know him. Christian leaders follow the example of Jesus, the Good Shepherd, by being 

faithful to him and by being good shepherds.

• If you are not baptized but want to explore becoming baptized, please let someone, like an usher, know.  

 A priest will be delighted to work with you and talk with you about next steps.
